This 
meeting was emotional, informative 
and educational in relation lo die 
Eagle Lake Community Hospital and 
its financial situation. 

I learned die ELCH Board of Di­
rectors had a survey run concerning 
future growdi in die area and the need 
for diree hospitals in die county. If 1 
am understanding correcdy, diis sur­
vey was done at least a year ago and 
yet die information is just being given 
to us since our hospital af^ars to be in 
financial ruin. 

The changes in Medicare and 
Medicaid didn't happen yesterday or 
even last year, but changes had been 
implemented years back and die 
ELCH Board didn' t have die insight to 
predict fmancial disaster?

Some points left unahswered 
The hospital tax disdict town 

meeting Thursday night went pretty 
much in favor of die pro-district fores. 
They were well prepared with a slide 
show, a "doomsday" handout and 
several "how die hospital saved my 
life" testimonials; even one brought in 
ftom out of die county. The meeting, 
however, left a couple of points unan­
swered. 

First, although finances were dis­
cussed, the dollars didn't seem to add 
up. There was never a clear picture of 
what the hospital actually owes versus 
its assets. Likewise, the prqjectisd 
income from die tax district at die 
proposed 200 rate was far short of die 
staled losses in recent years. These 

losses have been increasing yearly.* 
Occupancy rates (income) have beoi 
declining yearly and will continue to 
do so. The air conditioning system 
needs replacing at an estimated cost of 
$500,000; one year's tax revenue. 

Seconidly, die hospital (its board of 
directors) proposes to retain owner­
ship of die hospital and lease it to die 
tax disdict to operate. The reason 
given for this arrangement is that if die 
tax district board decides to raise the 
tax rate to an unacceptably high level, 
die hospital board would refiise to 
lease the hospital to die disdict 
diereby, protecting, die taxpayers. 

Now this sounds kind of like the 
fox guarding die hen house to me. 

Why would the tax district board, who 
is answerable to die taxpayer, be less 
likely to look out for die taxpayer than 
die hospital board who is not answer­
able to die taxpayers? Couldn't die 
hospital board refuse to lease die hos­
pital to die district for odier reasons, 
too? If the district is going to be re­
sponsible for all hospital debt (past 
present and future), shouldn't they 
own, or at least fully control, die facili­
ties? 

Hopefully, die hospital will an­
swer some of diese questions before 
we vote.

Submitted by BiU Wilson 
base for die District was approxi­
mately $277 million. Just ten years 
ago, in 1984, die tax base was approxi­
mately $344 million; so there has been 
about a 20% decline in die net tax base 
over die past ten years. There are two 
components of the tax base diat I diink 
shoukl be looked at very carefiilly, 
because diey are die most volatile and 
die (Mies in which I diink we will see 
continued change in die coming years. 

Oil and gas values were about 
$151 million in 1984, and diey were 
down to $76 million in 1994, a decline 
of 50%. Shell Sheridan was down to 
about $18 million in value, and it is 
projected diat die fiekl will be totally 
dqileted widiin six years. There is 
nodung happening in die oil and gas 
indusoy diese days diat would give 
much hope to adiding much to this 
inventory. 

Business inventory in Rice School 
District was about$35 millkxi in 1984 
and was down to $15 million in 1994, 
a decline of about 57%. One need only 
to kx)k at die number of businesses 
diat have closed in die E>istrict during 
die past decade and consider die cur­

rent economic trends for die region to 
realize diat chances of adding signifi-
candy to business inventory in Rice 
School EHstrict are not very promis­
ing. 

I am very sure diat Administrators 
in Rice School District look at diese 
figures widi sonle concern. School 
taxes for die District were about 71 <t in 
1984, and die rate was about $1.42 in 
1994, an increase of 100% in ten 
years. Rice School District required 
from taxpayers in die Disdict about $4 
million in 1994.1 don't diink diere is 
any doubt diat diis figure will continue 
to climb. 

So now enters Rke Hospital Dis­
trict The Hospital Board keqis telling 
us diat aldiough diey seek audioriza-
tion for 4000 in taxes, diey will only 
sedc a 200 ux diat will generate about 
a half million dollars per year. They 
admit diat diere will be debt trans­
ferred to die District but diey say die 
half million dollars will cover operat­
ing shortfalls during die remainder of 
diis year and permit diem to service 
die debt. Well, what happens at die

Senate version of state 
budget ^2.6 billion higher 

COLORADO COUNTY COURTHOUSE REPORT 

An $80.2 billion state budget pro­
posal for 1996-97 was unanimously 
approved by the Texas Senate last 
week. 

Widiout raising taxes, the Senate 
version would increase funding for 
schools, prisons and healdi and human 
services, while giving the state's low­
est-paid teachers a modest pay hike 
and reducing the number of state 
employees. 

The proposal is $2.6 billion more 
than a state budget bill approved a 
week earlier by die Texas House. 

The Senate budget outspends die 
House version in diree major areas: $1 
billion more for health and human 
services, $757 million more for edu­
cation and $474 million more for pris­
ons. V; ;• .-» ;• •...;'̂ •;•.•: 

$92 Million Teacher Raise 
The Senate's proposed pay raise 

for teachers would cost $92 million, 
an amount far below die across-the-
board hike in pay and benefits teach­
ers sought which would have re­
quired the passage of an $800 million 
tax bill to fund. 

Sen. John Montford, D-Lubbock, 
chairman of die Senate Finance Com­
mittee, said the budget if combined 
widi die state's 1994-95 budget puts 
$3.4 billion in new money into Texas 
public schools. 

"Now," he told the Houston 
Chronicle, "I hope, from the bottom 
of my heart that some of that money is 
filtering down to teachers." 

Of die $80.2 billion, $45.5 billion 
comes from state sales and business 
taxes and 'Tottery proceeds. Of die 
$45.5 billion, 59% is going to public 
and higher education, Montford said. 

Regarding anticipated funding 
cuts in federal welfare programs, 
Montford suggested die state set aside 
$250 million. If as expected, the U.S. 
Congress changes welfare funding to 
a block-grant method, die Legislature 
likely would go into special session to 
consider ways to gain adequate fund­
ing, Lt Gov. Bob Bullock said. 

Bullock, who presides over die 
Senate, told the Dallas Morning News 
that the approval of die budget opens 
the way for consideration of odier bills 
that have been on hold at the commit­
tee level, such as parental notification 
of abortion. 

Telecom Bill Moves Ahead 
The House State Affain Commit­

tee voted 15-0 last week to approve a 
telecommunications bill diat would 
open the door for competition in local 
telephone service. 

The bill, sponsored by Rep. Curtis 
Seidlits, D-Sherman, is expected to go 
before the House later this month. 

A provision in the bill seeks to ex­
pand the number of local calling serv­
ice areas in which consumers could 
make unlimited kxal telephone call 
rather dian pay long-distance charges. 

Rep. Steve Wolens, D-Dallas, 
took issue widi a provision in the bill 
diat would let local telephone compa­
nies keep "phantom tax" money col­
lected from ratepayers and apply it to 
their infrasiruchire commitment. The 
committee voted 13-2 to table his 
amendment 

Prior to the committee hearing, 
AT&T chairman Bob Allen visited 
with Gov. George W. Bush about the 
bill. According to the Austin Ameri­
can-Statesman. Allen told Bush, 
"...diis is lop-sided bill, and if it's 
passed widiout any changes, it's going 
to keep AT&T out of the local market. 
That's not good for us and not good for 
Texas."
