MYTH: The hospital's operating losses will continue to grow and create a greater burden on the 
taxpayers. " 

FACT: The hospital's losses are down substantially from the prior year — even before the 
generous support from the community. The physician recruitment efforts, clinics and 
home health care have made the difference. The hospital has plans for the conversion 
of a wing to a different type of patient care use. The sale of part of the Sealy property 
will help reduce both debt and overhead. 

MYTH: It will be "business as usual" with the hospital trying to maintain services when demand 
is falling, which will lead to greater dependence on taxes. 

FACT: The hospital recognizes that it must work to integrate its services with other health care 
providers. It has actually taken the lead in this effort by requesting neighbor hospitals 
to collaborate on cost reduction strategies. These range from a shared mobile CAT 
scan service to a shared skilled nursing facility. 

MYTH: The board and administration have mismanaged the hospital into this financial crisis. 

FACT: The board and administration leadership and management have been reviewed by 
Memorial Healthcare System, Healthtnist, and its independent auditor. All have 
commented that the hospital was well managed and none could nin the hospital any 
better. 

MYTH: The hospital is not needed for economic development in the area. 

FACT: Very few areas, Sealy being a standout exception, have had economic development after 
their hospitals closed. Our city leaders believe that it is difficult enough to compete 
with other communities for economic growth already. Take away the hospital and we 
are at a greater disadvantage. On the flip side, more economic growth helps to reduce 
the dependence on a tax district 

MYTH: The hospital board wants to retain ownership of the hospital, leavmg the tax district 
owing on any debts it might have to incur. 

FACT: The hospital is already community owned. No one shares in any profits it makes or from 
the tax district revenue. It has never been the intention of the current board to hold 
ownership of the hospital in a way that would be detrimental to the financial status of 
the tax district. The board wanted to lease to the tax district all its assets for a dollar a 
year. In the event that the tax district was no longer needed and dissolved (like 
happened in Columbus), then the corporation could reassume management of the 
libspital without major legal expenses. 

MYTH: Most of the people in Garwood and Nada go elsewhere for hospital care. 

FACT: According to the Texas Hospital Association's Patient Data System, more cases from the 
Garwood and Nada combined zip codes went to ELCH than anywhere else, including 
Gulf Coast Medical Center in 1993, the last year complete data is available. None of 
the other hospitals used had over 4%. Memorial Soudiwest was the third choice with 
3.6% of the cases.
