A danger some­
times arises when people spolonc typcof growth and begin sclf-uvatmcnt accord­
ing lo what Ihey think it is, when in fact, (he growth is something entirely differcnL 
The planlar wait is often a prime target of such mistaken identity. Because they 
commonly occur on the bottom, or "plantar", part of the fool or one of the toes, 
warts can appear lo the unuained eye to be corns or callouses. CharaclcrisUcs 
include a spongy appearance and small dark spots (from the blood vessels that 
feed the warts) in the center. A fuint, light ring may encircle the growths. An 
accurate diagnosis can be the first step toward safe, successful removal. 

Feet seem especially susceptible to skin problems of all kinds, including 
warts. It might be because of all the time they spend in dark, moist places, or it 
might be because of the lack of attention Ihey gcL Whau:ver the cause, your 
podiatrist is well-equipped to help provide the cure, from medication to surgery.

Prescription Mediciaes Now Approved Faster 

According to FAX-STATon Drugs, a weekly publication of Facts and 
Comparisons, the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) in its own 
internal review, is giving itself high marks for its rate of new drug 
approvals for 1994. According to the report, the FDA has substantially 
increased the speed of new drug approvals. For example, the average time 
for approving 62 new drugs in 1994 was 19 months. This is about 20 
percent less time than it took for drugs receiving approval in 1993. The 
FDA indicates that the new user-fee program required of manufacturers is 
the major reason for the reduction in time it now takes for new prescription 
medicines to be approved. Examples of new approvals in 1994 include:
