Topical Scopolamine for Motion Sickness 

According to a recent report in U.S. Pharmacist, a transdermal skin 
patch containing scopolamine, a prescription-only motion sickness medi­
cine, became unavailable in December, 1994 due to a production problem. 
The report went on to indicate that resumed production and distribution of 
Transderm Scop, the patch made by Ciba, may not resume until the "third 
quarter of 1995." Because of the delay in production, some pharmacists 
have received requests to prepare a scopolamine gel that can be used for 
the same purpose. 

Scopolamine (another name is hyoscine) is the most effective of the 
drugs in its class in its ability to prevent nausea and vomiting associated 
with motion sickness. The scopolamine skin patch, placed just behind the 
ear, has been used successfully by many persons who are known to 
experience motion sickness, such as often occurs when traveling by boat 
or ship. 

One patch is programmed to deliver 0.5 mg of scopolamine over a 
period of 72 hours. The patch should be applied to the skin at least 4 hours 
prior to anticipated exposure to motion. Only one patch should be worn at 
a time. If a period of extended exposure to motion beyond the 72 hours is 
encountered, the patch should be removed and another patch applied at a 
different site behind the ear.
