action committee money from the 
halls of Congress," Morris stated. 
'That is why 1 will not accept special 
interest PAC money." 

Special interest PACs give corpo­
rations, labor unions and groups with 
special interest agendas a means of 
providing candidates large sums of 
money. Congress often passes legisla-
tKMi that directly benefits special inter­
ests who fund Congressional cam­
paigns, whKh is a national disgrace. 

"The allure of easy campaign 
money often clouds the minds of our 
elected officials in Washington," 
Morris said. "Too often. Congress 
puts the needs of special interests a-
bove the will of the people. The people 
know it and are tired of it, and so am 1." 

Morris added, "Medicare reform 
is an issue that shoukl not be held hos­
tage CO the Washington money game." 

According to a report issued last 
month by State Comptroller John 
Sharp, the Republican plan, voted for 
by Congressman Laughlin, for Medi­
care cuts $26.17 million in Colorado

County alone over the next seven 
years. 

There are 3,782 (21 % of the popu-
latkm) senior citizens in Colorado 
County. According to Sharp, Republi­
can Medicare cuts amount to $6,920 
for every County resident who is 65 
years of age or older over the next 
seven years. 

Morris said, "There is a better way 
to reform MedKare; we must cut 
fraud, waste and abuse by increasing 
the penalties for those who steal our 
tax dollars through Medkare scams. 
We must have competitive bidding for 
medical supplies. 

"If we cut the waste, fraud and 
abuse out of Medicare, our senior ci ti-
zens will always have quality health 
care which includes the doctor of their 
choice and unrationed medicine. We 
don't need a Republican plan that al­
lows the insurance bureauCTacy to get 
a big piece of our Medicare tax dol­
lars," he added. 

"We must remove special interest 
politKS ftom die dialogue on how to 
make Medicare work," Morris said. 
"That's why 1 have called upon Con­
gressman Greg Laughlin to refuse 
campaign conoibutions from all spe­
cial interest PACs, especially those 
that represent corporations who 
would pix)fit from Medicare cuts."

Eagle Lake Rotarians received die 
latest word about die 1995 edition of 
the always spectacular North Ameri­
can waterfowl migration during their 
Aug. 16 luncheon. 

Jimmy Dunks, Senior Regional 
Director of Ducks Unlimited, Inc., of 
Austin and State DU Chairman Jim 
Rutta of Columbus in short order lu­
cidly covered salient points about the 
life history and management of die 
most popular species which crowd our 
prairies and fallow rice fields in late 
fall, winter, and early spring. 

Devoted and k)ngtinie supporter 
David Wintermann chaired the pro­
gram in which theses waterfowl ex­
perts focused their attention mostly on 
lesser snow geese. Slides depicted 
dieir life history - from the egg stage 
on the Arctic tundra breeding grounds 
to die adult birds fattening themselves 
on Eagle Lake area wintering 
grounds. 

The speakers emphasized that 
lesser snow geese are grazers not 
"grainers." Areas surrounding dieir 
bleak semi-frigid nesting grounds 
look almost as overgrazed as are some 
West Texas cow pastures. Happily cur 
local economy, diese hungry geese 
depan the Eagle Lake area prior to 
spring green-up time in the rice fields. 

Speaker Dunks cheerfully re­
ported that hunting regulations exist­
ing today have, in no way, damaged 
snow goose populations. In fact, an­
nual government censuses show that 
the birds are increasing and even ex­
panding the extent of bodi dieir north-
em breeding grounds and southern 
wintering havens. Nesting in Arctic 
wastes inaccessible to goose - and 
egg-hungry humans is a major reason 
for die continued success of lesser 
snow geese. 

As for ducks, Mr. Dunks was a 
little less endiusiastic. He noted diat 
pintail and other species are slowly 
rebounding, but populations of all our 
"puddle" ducks continue to suffer 
because of nesting habitat loss. Much 
of dieir traditional breeding sites in 
prairie pot holes in die northern Great 
Plains has disappeared, beginning as 
early as die dust-stormy 1930s. The 
pot holes have been drained and in 
their places are wheat fields and other 
agricultural crops. 

Even so, the speakers reminded 
die Rotarians, bodi die governments 
of die United Sutes and Canada plus 
dedicated private support groups like 
Duck Unlimited Inc., are re-establish­
ing vast amounts of prime nesting 
grounds. 

Overall, die DU speakers' progno­
sis is favorable. And by the way here's 
an alert for all of you local hunters, it's 
close to the time when you need to 
bring out your old blunderbusses out 

from die dusty comer of die garage, 
wipe off the grime and give them some 
polish. Also, dig down in your jeans 
for the wherewithal! to buy licenses, 
duck stamps and day-hunting fees.
