Application request cards are now
available at all regional, district and
sub-district DPS offices,

The cards are free and may be
picked up by individuals or by busi-
ness owners for distribution (o their
customers,

Photocopying them for further
dissemination is permissible on any
type of card stock or plain paper.
Application request cands are not
available from the DPS by mail.

Texans secking permits should
complete the request cards and return
them t0: Texas Depaniment of Public
Safety, CRS/Concealed Handgun
Licensing Unit, PO Box 15888, Aus-
tin, Texas 78761-5888. The DPS will,
beginning Sept. 1, mail application
packets 0 requesiors.

Also Sept. 1, concealed handgun
program instructors certified by the

DPS may begin offering the 10- 10 15-
hour classes which applicants must
take (0 become licensed.

Centificates, which indicate suc-
cessful completion of those classes,
must be forwarded to the above-listed
address along with completed appli-
cation packets.

The DPS-authorized course will
consist of both classroom and firing
range instruction.

While shooting ranges are not
