Also, a patient must first be seen 
by a physician for referral to a hospital 
for admittance. All patients are 
charged die same amount for like 
services. 

Here in the US, he noted diat diere 
are Uiree kinds of patient payment -
Medicare, Medicaid and private pay 
insurance and diat physicians must 
practice defensive medicine because 
of the increasing number of lawsuits. 
In regards to lawsuits, however, he 
noted that in jury trials 90% of die 
findings have been in favor of the 
physician.

Last Meeting 
A good number of members and 

guests were present for a very interest­
ing and informative program about 
mushrooms presented by William 

Giessel, M.D. on Aug. 14. Dr. Giessel, 
who lived in Eagle Lake during the 
1930s and 40s, brought widi him 
many examples of bodi edible and 
non-edible mushrooms and fungi. 

In his medical practice in Houston, 
Dr. Giessel is called onto treat pa­
tients, often children, who have acci­
dentally eaten a poisonous mush­
room. He gave die audience informa­
tion on idenuficatiorfof die numerous 
Texas edible varieues as well as clues 
to tell which Should be avoided. 

Due to the mild climate and di­
verse ecological areas, Texas is a 
unique place for wild mushrooms. 
Giessel indicated diat Texas has hun­
dreds of edible mushrooms, many in 
the vicinity of Eagle Lake. However, 
unless one is thoroughly familiar with 
fungi, rely on an expert to avoid un­
pleasant results. 

Giessel is a member of die Texas 
Mycological Society and often takes 
part in hunung, harvesting and eating 
wild Texas mushrooms.

A real treat is in store, especially 

Rotary Club 
Inner workings of the U.S. Su­

preme Court were aired to the mem­
bers of the Eagle Lake Rotary Clu b on 
Aug. 23 by speaker Danryl Anderson. 
Darryl, a serious student of history and 
govemment and honor graduate from 
bodi Rice High School and Duke 
University, enrolls this fall in Harvard 
Law School. Widi parents, Mary Lou 
and Arthur Anderson plus sister 
Becky Anderson Thompson of Katy 
and brother Andy of Eagle Lake look­
ing on, die lawyer-to-be talked infor­
mally about the traditional protocol 
and eccentricities of our highest court. 
His appraisal resulted from having 
served as an appointed intern. 

The speaker noted that die actions 
of the Court are strictly according to 
seniority in terms of service. The Jus­
tices rely on seniority in everydiing 
that diey do in publ ic - entering rooms, 
being seated, marching, etc. Darryl 
described die role of seniority when 
the present and past justices appeared 
recently as a group at the funeral of 
retired Chief Justice Warren Burger. 
The speaker also described his work in 
helping research the life of Burger for 
the eulogy prepared for die present 
Chief Justice William Rehnquist. 

The Court's work k)ad is tremen­
dous, it is asked to review more dian 
7,000 cases annually, but, of course, 
select only a very few to conskler. The 
cases are reviewed and sorted, in 
advance, by skilled law clerks, using 
an in-building reference library of 
700,000 volumes. For a case to be 
considered favorably for review, at 
least four of die nine sitting justices 

must agree. Darryl noted diat the deci­
sions on cases being considered were 
often determined in advance of the 
public arguments about diem. 

Of interest to the audience were 
Darryl's comments about Justice 
William 0. Douglas' unsuccessful ef­
forts toget the Court to deal widi acase 
having to do widi legality of the Viet­
nam conflict, about President Fran­
klin D. Roosevelt's reasons for not 
trying to pack the Court with more 
justices sympadietic to his New Deal 
programs in the early 1930s, and about 
recent cases dealing widi what is and 
what is not pornography. 

Speaking philosophically, Darryl 
warned diat a Justice might be known 
as either a conservative, a moderate, or 
a liberal, but diese labels do not neces­
sarily have the same meaning as those 
which members of Congress apply to 
each odier. The Rotarians cheered diis 
outstanding kxal scholar and wished 
him well in his coming legal training. 

Memo to area parents: Our 
schools get bad-mouthed too much as 
producers of losers and not of winners. 
But Darryl, for example, is a young 
man who thrived in our local school 
system. He has had superb success. 
Why? It is because first he had sup­
port from home, second he did his 
homework, third he was interested in 
learning, and fourth he took die extra 
effort to win in academia. 

Just remember diat Darryl and 
other winners have had die same local 
school environment as everyone else.

On Monday moming, Aug. 21,13 
young, captive-bred, Attwater's Prai­
rie Chickens were allowed to leave 
dieir temporary pens. This is great 
news! After years of trying to release 
birds back to die wild, this may be die 
early stages of the Attwater's turning. 

The birds were carried to a special 
holding pen to recuperate from dieir 
journey before being released. The 
birds will be tracked with special col­
lars to allow for tracking. These col­
lars will also let refuge workers know 
if die bird has perished for some rea­
son and will help in locating die bird so 
die cause of death can be determined. 

Watch for updates on die released 
birds status in upcoming newsletters. 
Steve Labuda, Refuge Manager, has 
promised to keep us informed. 

Labuda told die TWONC Execu­
tive Committee that diis was die first 
effort of release this year and there is 
anodier scheduled for late fall. He has 
high hopes for a significant number of 
birds to be released next year. 

The breeding program was started 
at Fossil Rim when 49 wild APC eggs 
were collected during die spring of 
1992. So far, five APCs were raised to 
aduldiood in 1992, 2 in 1993, 26 in 
1994 and 65 in 1995. 

The goals is to have 5,000 APCs in 
diree geographically separated wikl 
populations by die year 2000.

Songbird preserves planned 
In July, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Ser-

vYCt, in conjunction with Texas Parks 
&. Wildlife and die private nature 
Conservancy, unveiled a proposal to 
buy strategically-kxated forest tracts 
of land along die Texas Gulf Coast. 

These will be preserved as stop-
ping-ofT harbors for north-soudi mi­
grating song birds. Three such areas 
are in-die-nuking in die West Colum­
bia area. 

At die turn of die 20th century, it is 
estimated diat 700,000 acres of prime 
hardwood forest occurred along the 
lower reaches c^ die Brazos, San Ber­
nard and Colorado rivers. 

About 170,000 areas remain of 
which 9,000 are being cleared annu­
ally. Tracts of hardwood forests, ulti­
mately up to 28,000 areas in total, will 
serve as a mosaic of "rest-stops" for 
our colorful array of migrants.

HITTING ON A NERVE 
Some kinds of pain, you just can't ignore. A case in point occun when a nerve 

under the weight-bearing part of the foot becomes pinched or trapped between skin 
and bone over a period of time, resulting in a protective growth called a neuroma. 
This thickened nerve typically will eventually grow to press on nearby bones, 
resulting in the symptoms described variously as burning, stabbing, pins-and-
needles, cramping, or shooting pain. Unlike a passing muscle cranq), the discom­
fort of a neuroma does not cause the toes to change position. While neuromas can 
be terribly painful, effective home treatment, a change in footwear, and possible 
use of orthotics (prescription inserts) can often relieve the condition.
