Interactions Between Warfarin, Food, 
and Other Medicines 

Blood thinner medicines are used to prevent blood clots and to treat 
existing clots by inhibiting clot formation in the blood vessels. The most 
coRHnonly used blood thinner is warfarin. Blood thinners may be pre­
scribed by physicians following a stroke, heart attack, or deep vein clot 
(called a thrombosis). ^;i;;. 

There are ^veral drugs that may interact with warfarin. These include 
aspirin and prescription medicines such as cimetidine, erythromycin, 
propranalol and the tricyclic antidepressant amitriptyline. These drugs 
tend to increase the blood thinning action of warfarin. The end result can 
be excessive bleeding. On the other hand, carbamazepine can decrease 
the blood thinning e^ect of warfarin. 

Certain foods can interact with warfarin. For example, foods which 
contain large amounts of vitamin K can inhibit the blood thinning proper­
ties of the drug. Vitamin K rich foods include liver, shellfish, and green 
leafy vegetables such as spinach, broccoli, and lettuce. Beverages also can 
affect blood thinners. Drinking green tea (contains vitamin K) may inhibit 
the blood thinning effect of warfarin. Conversely, drinking a large amount 
of alcohol has been reported to increase the blood thinning properties of 
warfarin. Surprisingly, chronic or long-term use of alcohol can cause the 
opposite effect - a reduction in the blood thinning effect.
