Dear Editor: 
Bacic in July, I was asked by lead­

ers in the Democratic Party to consider 
running for the party's nomination for 
Congress in the 14th Congressional 
District. 

I own a small business whose for­
tunes are directly tied to the economic 
level of well-being of the district My 
civic contributions are duplicated 
many times over in small towns like 
Eagle Lake. My pmpective is that of 
a practical pro-business Democrat 

I honestly believe I have a great 
deal to offer the citizens of the 14th 
District, a kinship and an understand­
ing of the concerns and needs of the 
everyday people who live in the small 
towns and communities which m ^ e 
up this District 

I am especially concerned about 
the fate of our health care needs in 
rural Texas: about our delivery of 
services to seniors and shut-ins, indi­
gents and the uninsured; about our 
hospitals, our doctors and nurses, and 
the severe and negative impact that the 

. real possibility of losing these facili­
ties and professionals will have on 
every small town throughout the 14th 
Congressional District 

I am concerned about the declin­
ing prosperity of family farms, and 
about the radical proposals to change 
the 60-year-old farm program ovei-
night. I am concerned about the con­
tinued lack of high-wage jobs and 

skills training that hinders a large part 
of our rural population from buying a 
new car, owning a home or sending a 
child to college. 

1 am concerned about the whole 
quality of life in our rural communi­
ties and I feel I coukl articulate those 
concerns and needs before the U.S. 
Congress as well as anyone who has 
the passion I do about how people live 
and work. 

I have spoken to members of my 
family, close personal friends, several 
of my employees, elected officials and 
Democratic Party county chairs about 
such a campaign. 

At the outset, I (old everyone that, 
although it would be a great honor to 
represent the people of the 14th Dis­
trict in Congress, my first priority 
must be to ensure that my family busi­
ness. Lake Motors Inc., would be able 
to manage without my active involve­
ment Therefore, much of these last 
two months have been spent in that 
determination while upgrading opera­
tions and training personnel. 

"Testing the political waters" and 
trying to re-invent a business at the 
same time has been a consuming proc­
ess. 

With great difficulty, 1 have reach 
the only conclusion possible for my 
family and my business in 1996: it 
would be an abdication of personal 
responsibility for me to leave the busi­
ness and, in doing so, leave my family 
without financial security in order to 
make the commitment it takes to run 
for—and win —̂  acongressional race. 

The decision not to run was diffi­
cult, in great part because it has be­
come so apparent that the fiber of 
leadership we all yeam for in our 
public officials is not possessed by our 
current congressman. His recent party 
switch is but the final act in the visible 
pattern: voting with his party to bring 
bills to the floor, but then voting 
against on final passage; voting with 
organized labor 63% of the time, but 
representing himself to the voters as a 
"true conservative"; coveting a seat on 
a powerful committee, but in obtain­
ing i t making a "deal with the devil" 
that will force him to vote against his 
District when the Speaker of the 
House demands it. 

Finally, his unwillingness to re­
sign his seat and win election as a 
Republican is but another example of

Stale Democratic leaders met in 
Austin last week and drafted a letter 
demanding the immediate resignation 
of party chairman Bob Slagle, who 
had announced in May he wouldn't 
seek re-election. 

Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock, Attorney 
General Dan Morales, Comptroller 
John Sharp, Land Commissioner Gar­
ry Mauro and Treasurer Martha 
Whitehead signed the letter, which 
was hand-delivered by Mauro. 

Slagle, who has served as "top 
donkey" for 15 yeare, refused to com­
ply. In a written reply, Slagle said 
party consensus on the next chairman 
"cannot be imposed from Austin." 

Slagle told the Houston Chronicle 
he would not leave office until he was 
satisfied that a new chairman would 
have the support of party activists. 

The leaders, at the Austin meeting, 
also agreed to recommend that the 
State Executive Committee elect Bill 
White of Houston as Slagle's replace­
ment. 

The Chronicle reported that the 
Democratic officials were anxious 
about possible Republicans in the 
19% elections. 

Bulkx-'k said, "All one has to do is 
look at the gains that have been made 
in (xjr state by what appears today to 
be the majority party in the state, the 
Republican party." 

White, a former member of the 
Clinton administration, said he was 
surprised by the call for Slagle to re­
sign, and that he was not involved in 
the decision. 

Bullock said White had the sup­
port of statewide officeholders and 
that he had been effective at raising 
political funds. 

Still there will be an open race for 
party chairman at the Democratic state 
convention in 1996. 

Victims to Witness Executions 
Texas prison officials last week 

said they will move quickly to Imple­
ment an attorney general's opinion 
that allows families of crime victims 
to witnessexecutions in the Huntsville 
death chamber. 

Texas Board of Criminal Justice 
chairman Allan B. Polunsky of San 
Antonio said the board "welcomes 
this authority as a due and just right for 
those close relatives who have tost 
loved ones in violent crimes." 

The nine-member Cnminal Jus-
tice board in Sept. voiced suppon ftw 
permitting victims' families to view 
executions and asked for the Texas 
Attorney General's clcjrance as a 
guard against any possible legal chal­
lenge to a future execution. 

Attorney General Dan Morales' 
opinion pointed out that the board 
must go through the legal formalities 
of proposing and adopting rules per­
mitting the viewmg. Polunsky satd 
those legal mechanics could be ac­
complished at the boxd'i meetings in

Perot Eyes Third Party 
Dallas billionaire H. Ross Perot 

told the nation last week he wanted a 
viable third party as an alternative to 
the Democratic and Republican presi­
dential candidates in 1996. 

Bill Walker, state director of 
United We Stand America, said he 
will get the 44,000 signatures to estab­
lish Perot's Independent Party in Tex­
as, tlie Houston Chronicle reported. 

Ann McGeehan, elections admin­
istrator for the Texas Secretary of 
State said Perot's supporters must first 
meet the Jan. 1 deadline for the filing 
of party rules, and furthermore, that to 
get on the Nov. 1996 ballot, the Inde­
pendent Party must: 

•Hold precinct conventions on 
primary day, March 12; and 

•By mid-May, collect 43,962 sig­
natures from people who did not vote 
in either Democratic or Republican 
primaries. 

Other Highlights 
•Former Gov. Ann Richards was 

released from an Austin hospital last 
week after surgery to repair broken 
bones in her left hand. Richards, 62, 
broke the bones when she fell while 
walking on an Austin hiking trail. 

•In the first major organization in 
the agency's 104-year history, the 
Texas Railroad Commission appro­
ved plans to Create an external jrffain 
division, a policy and research branch 
and a Natural Gas Services Division 
that will work to expand markets for 
gas produced in Texas. 

•The Texas Lottery Commission 
reports that Texas has sold more lot­
tery tickets than any other state for the 
second year in a row. Since the totto 
debuted in May 1992, it has deposited 
an estimated $2.8 billion into the Gen­
eral Re venue Fund, said Nora Linares, 
executive director of tlie Lummnsion. 

•U.S. Representative Jim Chap­
man, D-Sulphur Springs, announced 
he would not seek re-election in 1996. 
He won his 1st Congressional District 
seat in a 1995 special election. Chap­
man said he would announce in the 
near future whether he will join the 
field of candidates incumbent Repub-
lican U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm, who is 
running for president.
