UTIs in men may involve the prostate and 
often are more difficult to treat than infections experienced by women.

The most common cause of uncomplicated UTIs in women is the 
bacteria E. colL Bacteria associated with a UTI can be detected in the 
physician's office with a culture and sensitivity test. However, since UTIs 
are so painful, many physicians often treat a suspected infection before 
results of theculture and sensitivity test are available. Prescription medi­
cines often used to treat UTIs include trimethoprim, cotrimoxazole, 
amoxicillin, nitrofurantoin, and a group of newer medicines called the 
quinolones.
