Commissioners ol(ay housing out-of-county inmates 
Colorado County Conmiissioners 

authorized a contract and set rates for 
out-of-county inmates to be housed at 
the Colorado County Detention Facil­
ity during Monday morning's meet­
ing. 

The County will sedc to house 
inmates from odier Texas counties 
under a one-year contract at a rate of 
$35 per day for males and $45 per day 
for females. 

There also was some discussion to 
consider the incarceration of out-of-
state inmates, as well as minimum 

security federal prisoners and illegal 
aliens, but Commissioners opted only 
to take out-of-county inmates at the 
present time. 

"I think we need to take out-of-
county inmates before we start taking 
the out-of-state prisoners," said Pre­
cinct 2 Commissioner Johnny Elstner. 
"We don't know what kind of prison­
ers we will be getting... we could get 
their most violent and diseased prison­
ers. It is my opinion that we need to 
hold off on out-of-state prisoners at 
this time." 

The Court also agreed to enter into 
contract with Caldwell County for the 
detentkxi of juvenile offendm from 
Cok)rado County at a cost of $85 per 
day. 

The County currently has con­
tracts wid) Brazoria, Guadalupe and 
VKtoria Coundes, but the addition of 
Caldwell County will provide a 
backup and anodier option for use.
