People with diabetes need to give 
special attention to their eyes and vi­
sion because diabetes can cause loss 
of vision, says Diane Prather, O.D., 
MP-H. of Sugar Und. 

"Neariy half of all people with 
diabetes will develop some degree of 
diabetic eye disease," Prather said. 
"The most common is diabetic retino­
pathy, caused by changes in the blood 
vessels in the retina, the nerve-rich 
lining at the back of the eye that is 
essential for seeing. But, diabetes can 
also contribute to glaucoma and cata­
racts." 

Each year, approximately 25,000 
people lose their sight to diabetic eye 
disease, making diabetes a leading 
cause of new cases of blindness in 
adults 25 to 74 years old, according to 
the American Diabetes Association, 
National Eye Institute and American 
Optometric Association. The three 
have joined with other organizations 
to alert people to diabetic eye disease. 

"Diabetes-related eye diseases 
often have no symptoms but, early 
signs can be detected during a dilated 
eye exam". Dr. Prather said. "People

CP&L files petition 
or increase in rates f< 

Central Power and Light Com­
pany recendy filed a petition with the 
Public Utility Commission of Texas 
and ciues of original jurisdiction to 
increase its base rates for die first time 
in over four years. 

CPL is requesting an overall net 
increase of $54 million, which is an 
appropriate 4.6% increase in cus­
tomer bills. 

The request is made up of a $71 
million base rate increase diat is par­
tially offset by a fuel factor reduction 
of approximately $17 million. 

Even with die proposed increase, 
the average residential customer's bill 
is expected to be comparable to die 
average residential bill in 1991. 

A CP&L residential customer who 
uses 1,000 kilowatt-hours of electric­
ity currendy pays about $78 a month 
for electricity. With die proposed in­
crease, die same customer will pay an 
average of $80 a month, or about 3% 
more on an annual basis. 

The amount of the rate increase 
will vary between different customer 
groups which include residential, 
commercial, industrial and other retail 
customers. 

The increase also will vary based 
on usage patterns and the types of

CP&L announced in early Oct its 
intent to seek permission to increase 
rates. If die requested rate increase and 
regulatory treatments are approved, 
CP&L has committed not to imple­
ment any odier base rate increases 
prior to Jan. 1,2001.
