The resolution of opposition was
prepared by the chairman of that
committes and forwarded o Eagle
Lake for its adoption,

Rob Darsey from CP&L was pres-
ent atthe meeting indefense of the rate

Darsey told Council, “It's no se-
cret, .. our commitment toour custom-
ers, We've been serving customers for
80 years and presently serve 600,000
in 44 counties. We've been operating
on 1991 rates at 1996 prices and
continue otal commitment 0 our cus-
tomers, the increase 15 necessary. Not
only do we serve with commitment,
but we also do our share of economic
and community development.”

Mayor Robby Cook reminded
Council of the vast amount of finan-
cial assistance and time CP&L, espe-
cially Darsey and Bryan Hale, have
contributed to Eagle Lake's effort 10
obtain 4 prison and t0 s other eco-
nomic development endeavors.

"CP&L has been good to this
community and the new rates are very
much in ling, They have been a tre-
mendous help o us, They are good
partners,” gaid Cook.
