The newest products being promoted to prevent wrinkles contain die 
antioxidant vitamins (vitamins A, E, and C). Literature distributed widi 
these products indicates diat they may be better than Retin A because dicy 
prevent damage to the skin in die first place. Antioxidant vitamins may 
sound familiar because they have been found to protect against cancer and 
heart disease when taken orally.— 

According to a recent article in the journal Health, a few studies show 
antioxidants, notably vitamin E, may work as a mild sunscreen, blocking 
ultraviolet rays of the sun. According to die article, some skin specialists 
believe the real advantage of topically applied antioxidants occurs because 
of what they do below the skin's surface. One study reported Uiat vitamins 
E and C, when applied to the skin of test animals, reduced inflammation 
by almost one-half compared to nontrcatcd animals. Such vitamins are 
capable of penetrating deep into skin. Scientists and hcalUi experts are 
calling for more research to explain Uie topical effect of diese substances.

Dept. of Commerce grant 

County Judge Vince Slominski in­
formed Commissioners' Court on 
Monday morning diat the Texas De­
partment of Commerce had approved 
a Texas Capital Fund/TCDP award of 
$170,938 to die County in support of 
Hanover Compressor Co.

City's sales tax rebates 15% above 1994 
"Sales ux rebates to Texas cities 

and counties were up only slightly, as 
Texans remain cautious of their 
spending going into the holiday sea­
son," State Comptroller John Sharp 
said last week, as he sent a total of 
$126.6 million in sales tax rebates to 
1,069 Texas cities and 115 counties. 

Sharp said Texas cities received 
$ 115 million in local sales tax rebates, 
up 4.1% over last Dec's payment of 
$110.4 million.. Counties received a 
total ofjust over $11.5 million, 1.3% 
below die $11.6 million payment of 
one year ago. 

The City of Eagle Lake's rebate 
was for $5.084.36. down 30.84% from 

The $7,352.4rrecefveJlast Dec.This 
brings the year-to-date total received 
to $123,563.33. up 15.71% from die 
same time in 1994. 

This mondi's payments include 
taxes collected by monthly sales ux 
filers in Oct. and reported to die 
Comptroller in Nov. 

TheCity of Houston was delivered 
$15.4 million, the largest sales tax 
rebate for Dec., up 28% from $14.9 

million in Dec. 1994. 
"Employment in die Houston 

metro area continued to grow at a rate 
slight above 3% in the past year, with 
the largest gains coming in die trade 
sector, which added 18,400 jobs. The 
constfuction sector added 8,400 jobs 
as Federal Express announced it will 
add a regional dismbution facility, 
which will be die largest in the Hous­
ton area," Sharp said. 

The $10 million payment to die 
City of Dallas for Dec. was a $17,500 
reduction from the sales ux rebate 
delivered in Dec. 1994. 

"Employment in the Dallas metro
