According to an article in a recent issue of 
Patient Care, there are more than 600 OTC products with ingredients that 
were available only by prescription just 20 years ago. The report further 
indicates that of all the medicines prescribed by physicians today, about 10 
percent arc OTC. f • ; > * 

Recent examples of medicine ingredients approved for OTC use 
include naproxen {Aleve), children's ibuprofen {Children's Motrin) 
famotidine {Pepcid AC), clemastine fumarate/phcnylpropanolamine

County Attorney John Julian 
Moore has issued die following report 
of activity in criminal county court for 
die month of Nov. 

Criminal arraignments were held 
on Nov. 7 and Nov. 14. 

A jury was c^led for Nov. 28. 
At these diree court dates, a total of 

67 people were called to court; 59 of 
diese persons appeared in court and 
capias for the arrest of the other eight 
were requested. 

A total of 21 cases were disposed 
by die pleas and trial, widi IS indi­
viduals being placed on probation and 
flnes in die amount of $13,500 being 
assessed. 

In addition, 74 days in die Colo­
rado County jail were assessed and 
1040 hours of community service 
restitution were ordered.
