New FDA Warning for Diet Pill Ingredient 
In February the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) proposed^ 

new labeling requirements foT f^enylpropanolamine (PPA), an ingredient 
in a number of over-the-counter (OTC) diet pills and cold and asthma 
medicines. Warnings are based on FDA concerns that PPA may increase 
the risk of hemorrhagic stroke (bleeding into the brain) if taken either in 
larger than recommended doses or with other products that contain PPA, 
phenylephrine, epheJrine, or pseudoephedrine. The new labeling for 
OTCs would require that PPA-containing weight control products be 
used by adults only (i.e., over age 18). 

In a press release dated February 14, the FDA acknowledged that it 
agreed with the conclusion that there has been no definite link between 
using over-the-counter PPA and stroke. However, the agency believes 
further safety data is needed. An industry-sponsored safety study is being 
conducted. 

PPA should not be used by persons who have heart or thyroid condi­
tions or by men with an enlarged prostate. For those who can take PPA, a 
few precautions are warranted - stop using the drug if you experience 
nervousness, dizziness, headache, or sleeplessness. Also, do not take 
more than 75 milligrams a day.
