Pain/Fever Drugs Can Cause Kidney Damage

The National Kidncy Foundation recently developed a summary of
findings and recommendations regarding pain-reliever medicines and the
kidneys. The potential problem is called “classic analgesic nephropathy”
which means kidney damage. Typically damage is caused by the habitual
consumption of mixtures of pain/fever medicine mixtures. Such mixtures
may include aspirin, acetaminophen, nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs,
and codeine.

Varioos combinations of these drugs can cause progressive kidney
luilure. Blood vessels leading to the kidneys shrink and the kidneys begin
to function less ¢fficiently. Acetaminophen as a single drug does not
appear 10 cause analgesic nephropathy. Also, aspirin is nof a problem if
taken alone. cven when taken daily as a heart disease preventative, In some
countries, over-the-counter combinarions of pain/fever medicines have
heen removed from sale. The National Kidney Foundation recommends:

I. Avoid aspirin if kidney damage is present. If the kidneys are working
properly. do ot take aspirin or an nonsteroidal antiinflammatory pain
reliever within 48 hours of cach other
