There was only one other proposal
for a juvenile boot camp in the Gulf
Coast region and it had been ranked
24th out of the 25 proposals received.
With the Eagle Lake-Colorado
County proposal being rated #6, it was
as close 10 a shoe-in as it gets.

When Esmor was asked by Hem-
phill County (in the panhandle region)
to design, construct and operate a
juvenile detention and boot camp
program for adolescents, the company
wis able 10 accept the first youth in
less than four months from the start of
construction,

When the Texas Youth Commis-
sion (TYC) saw Esmor's ability o
respond, they asked the company o
build an additional 100 beds on the
same Hemphill County site for TYC
youth, These beds were brought on-
line within 30 days of the request,
according to Esmor.
