Drug Interactions With Certain Antihistamines 
Potentially serious drug interactions can occur with the use of a group 

of prescription medicines referred to as the nonsedating antihistamines. 
Two antihistamines in this group primarily responsible for serious drug-
drug interactions are terfenadine (Seidane) and astemizole (Hismanal). 

Terfenadinc: This was the first nonsedating antihistamine approved. 
After reports of heart irregularities and even death, it was determined that 
serious side effects could iKcur when terfenadine was taken with antibi­
otics in the macrolide family (erythromycin is an example) or antifungal 
medicines in a specific chemical group (called the imidazoles). This 
antifungal family indudesketaconazole and itraconazole. Experts l)elieve 
that these antibiotics/antifungals interfere with enzymes that metabolize 
terfenadine. Therefore, when such medicines are combined, dangerous 
bkxxj levels of terfenadinc can develop. 

Astemizole: The same drug interaction potential exists when astemizole 
is combined with these infection-fighting medicines. The manufacturer of 
astemizole recently added a new warning to the package insert regarding 
the simultaneous use of astemizole and the anti-malaria drug quinine. A 
single 43() mg dose of quinine can raise blood levels of astemizole to 
potentially dangerous levels.

Despite the devastating effects of 
the drought, wheat and feedgrain 
farmers were encouraged by price 
projections for dieir crops as diis 
year's harvest progresses. 

Speaking from die Soudi Texas 
conference. Dr. Larry Falconer, Ex­
tension Economist, said, "I diink we'd 
have probably a pretty good chance to 
sell the crops diat we have this year 
right off die combine and do pretty 
well. I diink for next year, there's 
going to be a good chance diat we'll 
see prices for com and grain sorghum 
in die $5 to 1,500 weight to $6 a 100 
weight area, which has historically 
been very good levels." 

Meanwhile, citrus and horticul­
ture crop producers were informed 
diat water availability is now critical 
in die Rio Grande Valley. Bill Weeks 
of the Texas Produce Association said 
growers are being forced to make dif­
ficult decisions about future planting. 

"Most of them have made deci­
sions now diat they' re going to have to 
cut back some. We're hearing num­
bers all die way from total elimination 
of vegetable — particularly for this 
coming year, because diey're virtu­
ally out of water — to cutbacks in the 
neighborhood of 20%," Weeks re­
ported.
