Mary Parr, CED of the Colorado 
County Farm Service Agency, an­
nounced that Colorado County has 
received approval to implement the 
Disaster Reserve Assistance Program 
(DRAP) for livestock feed producers 
who did not apply for relief eariier in 
the year under the Livestock Feed 
Program (LFP). 

Parr stated that even tiiough 400 
Colorado County, producers applied 
for the LFP program, there were oth­
ers that did not anticipate the drought 
conditions continuing tiiis long. 

The deadline to apply for assis­
tance is Aug. 9 and the county office is 
currenUy taking appointments to as­
sist in completing the applications. 

The new DRAP program will be 
funded by the selling of disasto* re­
serve feed grain stocks on the open 
market on a competitive bid basis 
which will provide producers with a 
direct cash payment which can be 
used for feed purchases in a manner 
that best suits Uieir livestock opera­
tion. 

DRAP is very similar to Uie cur­
rent LFP. To be eligible for assistance, 
a livestock owner must have suffered 
a 40% loss of feed production on the 
farm because of the drought condi­
tions which has resulted in a need for 
purchases of feed in quantities larger 
than normal for eligible livestock. 
Eligible livestock are cattie, sheep, 
horses (cow ponies), draft mules, 
swine, goats and poultry which have 
been owned at least six months; or if 
owned less than six months, are eitiier 
offspring of eligible livestock or were 
purchased as a normal operation and 
not to obtain additional benefits. 

The livestock owner must certify 
that his annual qualifying gross reve­
nue does not exceed $2.S million and 
that the livestock owner's gross an­
nual receipts from the production of 
grain and/or livestock is 10% or more 
of his or her total gross annual re­
ceipts. Also, the livestock owner must 
be a citizen of, or legal resident alien 
in, tiie United States. 

A dollar value of all types of feed 
crops grown in the county is estab­
lished by die State and County FSA 
Committee. This value is used to de-

has available to feed eligible livestock 
for the feeding period. 

Each eligible livestock type has 
been divided into weight ranges. The 
dollar value of feed needs for eligible 
livestock is based on the com price 
^proved by the Deputy Administra­
tor, State aivl County C^ations, and 
the pounds of com needed to maintain 
each weight range of each livestock 
type. 

The total value of livestock feed 
needs is reduced by the value of cur­
rent year feed production the livestodc 
owner had available on the date of 
application to determine the value of 
additional feed needs. 

The total benefits available to a 
livestock owner are based on the les­
sor of the value of additional livestock 
feed needs or the value of feed produc­
tion loss. 

The DRAP program pays eligible 
livestock owners a portion of the cost 
of feed purchased to replace that 

which is normally produced on the 
farm. The ddlar amount of assistance 
is 30% of the cost of feed purchased 
not to exceed total benefits available.
