Estrogen Replacement

What is Estrogen Replacement
Therapy?

Menopause is the time when
menstruation stops. It is a gradual
process in which menstrual periods
become irregular and eventually end
completely. After awoman has passed
through menopause, her ovaries no
longer produce eggs and her body
produces less estrogen.

Many women will not experience
disturbances because of their de-
creased amount of estrogen. Meno-
pause is part of a natural aging process
and not a disease. Some women will
have a variety of difficulties that are
related to their estrogen deficiency.
These women will possibly benefit
from replacement therapy.

What are the benefits of Estro-
gen Replacement Therapy?

Osteoporosis: Osteoporosis is the
skeletal disorder that was discussed in
the last two columns. This disorder
reduces the quantity of bone, thus
making an individual very prone to
fractures.
