•Disabled Veteran Hunting 
and Fishing License (Type 502): 
FREE 

Required of a resident qualify- 
ing as a disabled veteran. Disabled 
veteran means a veteran with a 
service-connected disability, as 
defined by the Veterans Admini- 
stration, consisting of the loss of 
the use of a foot or leg, or of a 
disability rating of 60% or more, 
and who is receiving compensa- 
tion from the U.S. for the disabil- 
ity. Proof of disability issued by 
the V.A. must be shown when ap- 
plying for this license, and must 
slate the rate of disability. Appro- 
priate stamp fees arc required. 

•Non-resident General 
Hunting (Type 105): S250; valid 
to hunt any legal bird or animal ex- 
cept alligators. 

•Non-resident Spring Tur- 
key (Type 118): SI00; valid to 
hunt turkey only during the open 
spring turkey season. Holders of 
this license are exempt from the 
Turkey Stamp Fee requirements. 
(Unlawful to possess both this li- 
cense and a valid Non-resident 
General Hunting License.) Avail- 
able Feb. 1,2001. 

•Non-resident Special Hunt- 
ing (Type 107): $100 

Valid to hunt exotic animals, 
all legal game birds (except tur- 
keys), all non-game animals (ex- 
cept alligators), and squirrel and 
javelina (not valid for other game 
animals). 

•Non-resident 5-Day Special 
Hunting (Type 157): $35; legal 
for any period of 5 days in a row 
(valid hunting dates printed on the 
license when issued). 

Valid to hunt exotic animals, 
all legal game birds (except tur- 
keys), all non-game animals (ex- 
cept alligators) and squirrel and 
javelina (not valid for other game 
animals). 

•Non-resident Banded Bird 
Hunting (Type 120): $10 

Valid to hunt banded birds on 
private bird hunting areas. 

•Trapper's: Resident (Type 
106): $ 15. Required for all persons 
to hunt, shoot, take or sell those 
species classified as furbearing 
animals or their pelts. 

•Non-resident (Type 115): 
$250. Required for all persons to 
hunt, shoot, take or sell those spe- 
cies classified as fur-bearing ani- 
mals or their pelts. * 

•Alligator Hunter's Resident 
(Type 142): $35; Non-resident of 
an age (Type 143): $300 

Required for all persons to 
hunt, shoot or take alligators. Alli- 
gator hide tags required. 

•Hunting Lease License 
(Types 132,133 & 134): $50 for 1 
through 499 acres; $100 for 500 
through 999 acres; $200 for 1,000 
acres or more. Required of anyone 
who leases hunting rights or char- 
ges a fee for hunting on property 
they own or property they control. 

•Federal Sandhill Crane 
Hunting Permit (Type 590): 
FREE. In addition to a hunting li- 
cense, this permit is required of all 
sandhill crane hunters; available at 
all license sales locations. All per- 
mittees should keep a record of 
hunts and harvests because 26% of 
permit holders will be chosen for a 
federal harvest survey. 

•Lesser Prairie Chicken 
Hunting Permit (Type 588): 
FREE. In addition to hunting li- 
cense, this permit is required to 
hunt lesser prairie chickens. Har- 
vest Information Program (HIP) 
Certification (Type 137); FREE. 
This certification is required to 
hunt any migratory game bird. 

Special Note: A hunting li- 
cense is required of any person, 
regardless of age, who hunts in this 
state. Non-residents under 17 
years of age are considered as resi- 
dents and may purchase the Spe- 
cial Resident Hunting License. No

•Gold Texas Conservation 
Passport (Type 292): $50; vehicle 
permit provides free unlimited 
entry to Texas state parks for one 
year from month of purchase and 
other benefits. Duplicates for up to 
two additional vehicles are $15 
each (Type 293). Replacements if 
lost/stolen are available ONLY at 
parks for $5 (Type 294). 

•Silver Texas Conservation 
Passport (Type 392): $25; pro- 
vides member with free access to 
wildlife management areas during 
certain periods of time and desig- 
nated activities for one year from 
month of purchase.
