Hunters for Hungry 
Snow geese return to wintering 

areas each year in ever-increasing 
numbers. They have become adept 
at surviving and thus have tripled 
their population beyond what the 
land can support. Not only are they 
destroying their breeding habitat 

by overgrazing, but many are also 
dying from disease and starvation. 
Wildlife officials have formulated 
a plan they hope will reduce snow 
goose numbers. New, more lenient 
regulations have been adopted.
