US-90A construction
to begin in 2005

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation announces the start of con-
struction on two projects on US 90A
in Colorado County. The first project
extends from one mile west of Austin
St. to FM 3013 in Eagle Lake. Work
will consist of reworking the existing
road, repairing curb and gutter and
resurfacing. Daytime lane closures can
be expected during construction.
When completed, the roadway be-
tween FM 102 to FM 3013 will be
restriped to provide two lanes with a
continuous left turn lane. Barricades
have been set and work will begin
soon. The project will take approxi-
mately one year to complete at a cost

of $3,476,291.48.

The second contract will be a re-"

surfacing project from 2.4 miles west
of SH 71 to .82 mile west of Austin
Street in Eagle Lake. Work will begin
after the first of the New Year and take
approximately 38 working days to
complete at a cost of $1,094,045.08.
The contractor on this project is Cor-
nerstone Paving and Construction,
L.L.C. Brenham, Texas.
