Scalloped 
Potato Recipe 

Many people might not realize 
it, but potatoes are a significant 
part of the American diet. Ac- 
cording to the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture (USDA), the typical 
American consumes an average 
of 136 pounds of potatoes each 
year. Be they frozen, fresh or in 
the form of chips, America seems 
to love its potatoes. 

That's good news for Idaho 
and Washington state, who com- 
bine to produce more than 20 bil- 
lion pounds of potatoes each year. 
Perhaps the most appealing thing 
about potatoes is that they can be 
cooked in so many different ways, 
proving a perfect complement 
to many meals. Such is the case 
with the following recipe for "The 
Ultimate Scalloped Potatoes" 
from Christopher Hirsheimer and 
Peggy Knickerbocker, coauthors 
of "The San Francisco Ferry Pla- 
za Farmers' Market Cookbook" 
(Chronicle Books). 

The Ultimate Scalloped Po- 
tatoes 

Serves 4 
3 large Russet Potatoes, peeled 

and cut into 1/2-inch cubes 
4 tablespoons butter, melted 
1 cup half-and-half, or as 

needed 
Salt 
Freshly ground white pepper 
Finely chopped fresh chives 

and/or parsley for garnish 
Preheat oven to 350 F. 
In a saucepan, combine the 

potatoes with cold water to cover 
and a large pinch of salt. Bring 
to a boil over high heat, reduce 
the heat to medium, and simmer 
until the potatoes are tender 
when pierced with a knife, about 
5 minutes. Drain the potatoes and 
transfer to a baking dish. Pour the 
butter and then the 1 cup half- 
and-half evenly over the potatoes 
and season with salt and pepper. 
Add a little more half-and-half 
if needed to cover the potatoes 
completely. 

Place the potatoes in the oven 
and bake until most of the liquid 
has been absorbed, about 30 
minutes. Remove from the oven, 
sprinkle with the chives and/or 
parsley, and serve.
