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The Raiders pounded the ball 
from their with a keeper by Cook 
and Foster running.

This set up a second-and-goal 
from the three where Foster 
punched it in the endzone. 

Cook threw to Tolliver for a 
two-point conversion and a 15-12 
lead with 5:21 left in the second 
quarter. 

The Raiders forced a Royal 
three and out on the ensuing 
possession and got the ball back 
at their own 22 with about four 
minutes left in the half. 

On the third play, Lobpries 
broke free on an 81-yard romp for 
a touchdown. 

Samaniego hit the extra point 
for a 22-12 lead with 3:41 to go in 
the half. 

Royal drove the ball all the way 
to the Raider five-yard line when 
they fumbled on first-and-goal 
with 40 seconds left in the half. 

#33 recovered the fumble and 
returned it to the 25. 

Cook hit Foster for a 31-yard 
gain on the first play and fol- 
lowed it with an eight yard gain 
to Pratt. 

With three seconds left, Cook 
threw incomplete from the Royal 
38, but a pass interference penalty 
gave the Raiders one more play at 
the 23-yard line.

Cook then carried for seven 
yards followed by another two 
Foster runs for nine and seven 
yards. 

From the Royal 25, Williams 
carried the ball for 11 yards to 
the 14. 

Lobpries carried for three 
setting up second down at the 11 
yard line. 

Cook then hit Williams on a 
crossing pattern in the endzone 
for a touchdown. 

The two point conversion at- 
tempt was no good, making the 
score 35-12 with 3:26 left in the 
quarter. 

#88 intercepted a pass from 
Busby on Royal's first play of their 
next possession giving Rice the 
ball back at the Royal 33. 

Cook completed a pass to Pratt 
for 23 yards to the 10-yard line. 

After two incompletions and a 
Foster 8-yard run to the four-yard 
line, the Raiders decided to go for 
it on fourth down. 

Foster found paydirt on 
runs of eight and three yards. 

Foster also racked-up 53 yards 
receiving on just two catches. He 
also scored on a 25-yard pass.
