Cook carried the ball to the
right and got into the corner of the
endzone for another six points.

The Wildcats returned the
kickoff to the Raider 48 yard line
and quickly completed a pass for
12 yards to the 36 yard line.

A Rice penalty moved the ball
to the 26 and Weimar carried the
ball to the 20 on second down.

After an incomplete pass on
third down, Weimar opted to go
for it on third down and four.

The Wildcats pass attempt
fell to the ground and Rice took
over on downs at their own 20-
yard line.

After an incompletion on first
down the Raiders got another
penalty making it second and 20
from the 10 yard line.

Cook then hit Marques Tolliver

for a 12-yard gain, but the Raiders
were forced to punt after an in-
completion on third and long.

Following a 39-yard punt, Wei-
mar took over on their own 45.

Johnson carried the ball on
first down for a 17 yard gain and a
first down at the Raider 38.

Errol Jones carried the ball
twice for eight yards and Johnson
picked up another first down with
a two-yard carry to the 28.

Johnson was stopped for a
one-yard loss on first down.

After a one-yard gain, Quinney
was tackled for a 10-yard loss on
third down forcing Weimar to punt
the ball.

The punt went into the end-
zone for a touchback and Rice
took over at their own 20 with 2:22
left in the half.

Foster carried the ball for 11,
then four yards to the 35-yard
line.

Cook then completed a pass
to Darkieth Pratt for 15 yards
and a Raider first down at the 45
yard line.

After an incomplete pass on

first down, Cook threw complete
to Tolliver for 11 yards to the
Weimar 44.

A false start pushed the Raid-
ers back to the 49, where Cook
again found Tolliver for another
nine yards.

A couple of incomplete passes
made it fourth down and six at the
40-yard line.

Foster then broke loose on a
25-yard carry to the 15-yard line.

On the next play, Cook found
Williams for a 15-yard touchdown
strike.

Samaniego put the extra point
through for a 21-0 Rice lead with
just 14 seconds left in the half.

Rice got the ball on the 35-
yard line to start the second half
but was unable to get anything
going offensively and went three-
and-out.

Weimar took over after a Rice
punt on the 22-yard line, but was
also unable to gain a first down
and went three-and-out.

Weimar managed only a 20-
yard punt and the Raiders took
