own five yard line. 

Edna's possession had used up 
about 10 minutes of clock time and 
the Raiders took over with about 
seven minutes left in the half. 

Foster carried the ball twice 
for about nine and a half yard 
bringing up third and inches. 

Cook ran up the middle on a 
quarterback sneak and picked up 
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the first down at the 17. 
Rice fumbled on the next play 

and Edna returned it to the three- 
yard line. 

The Cowboys punched it in on 
the next play for a touchdown. 

With 5:52 left in the half the 
score was tied, 7-7. 

The Raiders started their next 
drive at the 24-yard line. 

Cook completed passes on 
two consecutive plays to Pratt for 
16 and 22 yard gains moving the 
Raiders to the Edna 37. 

After two incomplete passes 
Cook found Pratt again for anoth- 
er 24 yards to the 13-yard line.
