Angelina Genzer Kretzschmar,
the great-great-granddaughter of
William and Marie Bergmann
Schmidt and several other de-
scendants in the United States
compiled a book on the history of
the Riesing Cemetery, Colorado
County.

Hildebrandt died the next day
and they are buried side by side.
Life was hard in Shaw Bend. We
discovered thirteen children’s
graves.

They discovered a murder,
an attempted murder and an ac-
cidental drowning. In this commu-
nity cemetery, the midwife, Marie
Chollett, who delivered many of
the babies and served as their
godmother on several occasions,
is buried.

They have linked many of
these families together by blood
and marriage.

They found no divorces, only
remarriages after the death of
spouses, large families and that
the parents lived with their chil-
dren until they died.

This book preserves family
history for future generations and
documents the living conditions in
the late 1800’s in Shaw Bend.

The Riesing was established
in 1872 by William and Marie
Bergmann Schmidt and is located
seven miles from Columbus off
Highway 71.

Also, the descendants of the
above listed families buried in
the Riesing Cemetery are having
areunion on March 3 at Schobel’s
Restaurant in Columbus.
