Laura Ingalls, bucket in hand 
and siblings in tow, picking wild 
berries for a deliciously antici- 
pated pie - enjoying "...the sweet, 
simple things of life..." 

I'm aging gracefully, and dew- 

berry picking (along with many 
other things, come to think of it) 
has become a lot less simple than 
I remember as a child. 

When young and with my 
parents and sister, I thought 
there was little pre-planning re- 
quired and wejust hit the nearest 
promising ditch in search of that 
mouth-watering, deep purple 
berry. 

The event may have been 
actually planned, and I was just 
totally unaware. I do remember 
watching VERY carefully for 
snakes or any other varmints 
that might appear from the thick, 
trailing vines and shrubs where 
my search centered. 

Back here in present day 
Eagle Lake, I've spied a few pick- 
ers roadside here and there but 
not near as many as years ago. Is 
it urban legend or truth to the tale 

that one should not pick (or per- 
haps can even find) dewberries in 
railroad track ditches? 

I placed a call to Union Pa- 
cific, whose representative kindly 
informed me that they do spray 
along railroad tracks at road 
crossings, right- of- ways and 
bridges. So no good, healthy berry 
picking there. 

And many people now have 
their own private, home-grown 
patches in contrast to the wild ber- 
ries I have growing on fence lines 
behind our business office. 

Dewberries have competi- 
tion now with other domestic 
varieties. Mr. Bill Karlson, our 
90A neighbor, says he picks dew- 
berries, but his specialty is now 
with a boysenberry plant that was 
given to him. 

The plant grew and multiplied 
in size, providing a bounty of 
boysenberries each year. (In an

Again...the simple 
things...
