8. If I don't qualify now, may I 
apply later? Yes. You may apply 
at any time during the school year 
if your household size goes up, 
Income goes down, or if you start 
getting Food Stamps, TANF or 
other benefits. If you lose your 
job, your children may be able to 
get free or reduced-price meals. 

9. What if I disagree with the 
school's decision about my appli- 
cation?

(such as grandparents, other 
relatives or friends). You must 
include yourself and all children 
who live with you. 

12. What if my income is not al- 
ways the same? List the amount 
that you normally get. For ex- 
ample, if you normally get $1000 
each month, but you missed some 
work last month and only got $900, 
put down that you get $1000 per 
month. If you normally get over- 
time, include it, but not if you get 
it only sometimes. 

13. We are in the military, do 
we include our housing allowance 
as income? If your housing is part 
of the Military Housing Privatiza- 
tion Initiative, do not include your 
housing allowance as income.
