Tyler will display art in a 
variety of mediums including 
photography, scuplture, painting, 
drawing and more. 

Perhaps it is the wide open 
spaces of his small town, rural 
roots that give his art its spacious 
appeal. 

Perhaps it is a lifetime of mak- 
ing a living with his hands. Tyler's 

first job at the age of eight was 
picking cotton. 

Since attending Wharton Ju- 
nior College he has made a name 
for himself not only as an artist, 
but as a contractor. 

Tyler likes working with his 
hands, prefers the small-town 
life, and has no desire to move to 
the big city. 

His skills and abilities in struc- 
ture and design are easily seen in 
his art, which appears as a seam- 
less blend of structural design and 
aesthetics. 

Whether through abstract 
sculpture or on canvas, each piece 
has recognizable components 
where the sum of the whole opti- 
mizes the strengths of the parts.. 

Broad strokes, oversized im- 
ages, and vibrant colors make an 
energetic statement that sits un- 
comfortably between the abstract 
and realism. 

"I don't have a decisive mes- 
sage in any of my pieces," says 
Tyler. "I want people to see what 
they want to see in my work. It is 
their own unique interpretation 
that I like. It is precisely that qual-; 
ity that makes it art."
