In
addition, a high school transcript,
two letters of recommendation,
200-word autobiography, a 100
-word statement explaining what
he or she plans to study in college
or at the university, list of ten
ways in which he or she has had
contact with Czech culture, and a
cover sheet including the students
name, address, phone number,
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and high school’s name, address
and phone number.

Students do not have to be
associated with the CHS or be of
Czech origin to apply.

The CHS of Texas was founded
in 1982 with the purpose of pre-
serving and promoting Czech
heritage in the state.

The deadline for accepting
scholarship applications for the
Victor Peter Memorial Scholar-

ship is February 28, 2008.
