score touchdowns on their next two drives, 
while forcing the Raiders three and out in 
between. 

Tidehaven went for two on the first 
touchdown, and were successful. 

With 3:22 left in the third quarter, Ti- 
dehaven had a 21-14 lead. 

The Raiders answered back with a 64- 
yard, 10 play scoring drive of their own. 

From the 16-yard line, Cook threw to 
Hull for his second touchdown of the night.
