29-yard gain to the Shorthorn 18.

The Raiders lost two yards on first down,
but Cook found Hull again on the following play
for a 20-yard score to get the Raider on the
board. Luis Samaniego made the extra point
and the score was 21-7 in favor of Schulenburg
with 3:01 left in the half.

Schulenburg went to work on the ground
with their next possession and ran the ball
down to the Raider 15.

The defense dug in and after stopping
Schulenburg for no-gain and getting the help
of a false start penalty, forced the Shorthorns
to try a field goal.

The 40-yard attempt was good and Schu-
lenburg led 24-7 at half time.

Rice got the ball at the 31 to start the sec-
ond half. Cook came up with a big 11-yard run
for a first down on third and eight to keep the
Raiders alive.

Foster got the ball on the next play and
broke free for a 39-yard carry to the 18.

After a short gain on first down, Cook hit
Hull for a 17-yard score with just under two
minutes gone in the second half. Samaniego
nailed the extra point and the Raiders were
behind 24-14.

The Raider defense stepped up big and
stuffed the quarterback on two straight plays
to force a third and nine.
