The John Everett Chapter
DAR heard some interesting
information from Lesley Carey
on the possibilities of growing
switchgrass for ethanol.

Lesley, daughter of Joan and
John Matthews of Eagle Lake,
grew up learning about rice grow-
ing while she worked in a rice
dryer during high school.

She has become very con-
cerned about the agricultural
economy in her home county. Al-
though she is co-owner of Trafco,
a company that makes highway
signs and other products, she has
developed a side line, that of grow-
ing an alternative to gasoline.

Switchgrass, she explained,
grew here centuries ago and is
happy and well suited in this area.
She has a four-acre field growing
very well and brought a sample
to the meeting. Quail and other
wildlife have returned to her field
because they are well suited to
the grass.

Switchgrass has a 15-year
life and it needs no attention. It
will fertilize the soil in which it
grows. Parts of the grass can be
processed and converted into
ethanol.

More ethanol means less de-
pendency on gas from foreign
countries. Lesley hopes to con-
tinue her research, work with
others interested, and create a
more profitable crop for many
rice farmers who are struggling
to make ends meet.
