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A large crowd was on hand last Friday night for homecoming.
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Rice Raiders Win District Title With 64-38 Victory Over Industrial
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on the clack in the first quarter.

Industrial answered back just
two plays later with a play-action
pass for a 45-yard touchdown.

A two-point conversion at-
tempt was incomplete and the
Raiders led 14-12 with 5:00 min-
utes left in the first quarter.

The Raiders got the ball back
and went right back to Foster who
ran for 23 yards on first down, then
for seven more to the 25.

He carried the ball three con-
secutive times including a 16-yard
run to the one setting up a one
yard touchdown score. After Sa-
maniego’s extra point, the score
was 21-12 with 3:17 left in the first
quarter.

The Raider defense stepped
up on the next possession and
forced Industrial three-and-out
after a six-yard tackle for loss on
third down. Chito Vasquez, Aus-
tin Moore and Jerome McAfee
teamed up for the big stop.

The Raiders got he ball back

at the 43 for their next posses-
sion and Foster went back to
work. He carried for nine, then
six yards and a first down to the
Industrial 43.

After an incomplete pass,
Foster rumbled for a 43-yard
touchdown, which included a huge
broken tackle, leaving an Indus-
trial linebacker on his back.

Samaniego made the extra
point and Rice enjoyed a 28-12
lead with 11:38 left in the half.

The Raider defense again
forced Industrial’s offense off the
field after just three plays.

Rice started at their own 11
on their next possession and
Vasquez carried on first down for
three yards.

Two plays later, Foster picked
up a first down on a 15-yard run
to the 29.

Cook then threw to Peyton Ar-
rison for a short gain to the 30.

Foster broke loose on the
next play and outraced the Indus-

trial defense 70 yards for another
touchdown.

Samaniego connected on the
extra point, and the score was
35-12 with 7:47 left in the half.

The Rice defense stepped
up again on the next Industrial
possession. On the third play, Wil-
liams grabbed his second fumble
recovery of the night and gave
Rice the ball back at the 45.

The Raiders made short work
of the next possession. Cook
threw to Sylvester Middleton for a
35-yard gain, and Foster took care
of the rest with runs of four, then
21 yards for the touchdown.

Samaniego made the extra
point and Rice led 42-12 with 5:39
left in the half.

Industrial returned the ensu-
ing kickoff for a touchdown, but
failed on a two-point conversion,
making the score 42-18 with 5:25
left in the half.

The Raider offense bogged
down on the next possession and

a fake punt attempt failed, giving
Industrial the ball at the 22.

Industrial scored three plays

later and the two=point conver-
sion was no good, making the
score 42-24 with 2:41 left in the
half.

Foster went back to work on
the next possession carrying for
four, then 45 yards down to the
15. After a five-yard penalty, he
carried for 19 yards setting up first
and goal at the one.

Foster punched through for
his sixth touchdown of the half. Sa-
maniego made the extra point for
a 48-24 lead going into the half.

At the break Foster had 346
rushing yards.

The Raiders got the ball back
at midfield to start the second half,
and Foster picked up right where
he left off with a 38-yard run down
to the 13.

A holding penalty pushed Rice
back to the 23, but Cook threw

complete to Hull for 14 yards and
the Raiders faced third and four.

Foster picked up the first
down, then finished off the drive
on the next play with a three-yard
scbre, his seventh of the night.

Samaniego made the extra
point and the Raiders were on top
55-24 with 9:50 left in the third.

Industrial answered back with
a 68-yard scoring drive, capped by
a two point conversion to make
the score 55-32 with 6:23 left in
the third.

Rice started at the 42 on their
next drive.

Foster carried for 13 yards on
the first play and then broke off 30
on the next to set up first and goal
from the 10.

On third down, back-up quar-
terback J.J. Reggins threw to
Hull for a 10-yard touchdown.
Samaniego made the extra point
for a 62-32 lead with 3:58 left in
the third.

Industrial refused to give in
and moved the ball 52 yards in
three plays for another touch-
down. A two-point conversion
attempt was stopped and the
score was 62-38 with 2:57 left in
the third.

The Raiders added a safety in
the fourth quarter after Industrial
botched a punt attempt with a
bad snap. The final score in the
contest was 64-38.
