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TPWD Awards Check Station Prizes

Six counties in this area had an
experimental deer antler regula-
tion for three hunting seasons
(2002-2004). They include Austin,
Colorado, Lavaca, Fayette, Lee
and Washington. Starting with
the 2005 season, these regulations
became permanent in these as
well as in an additional 16 central
Texas counties. The regulation
included 61 counties for the 2006
and 2007 seasons.

A second buck, which has
to have an unbranced antler,
is now allowed in the bag limit
in these counties. To evaluate
this increase in the bag limit,
the Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment continued to have volunteer
check stations in the original six
counties for the 2007 season. The
antler and age information col-
lected from the deer brought to
the stations has assisted TPWD
in evaluating the results of this
regulation.

Every hunter that brought a
deer to a check station had their
name entered into a drawing for
15 prizes that was donated by lo-
cal merchants, organizations, and
individuals.

Texas AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice issued the following report
regarding the impact of the past
week’s weather on crops across
the state.

Central

Recent rains improved winter
grasses, but more rain is needed
to regain soil moisture reserves
and fill stock tanks and creeks.

Producers continued to sup-
plement livestock with feed and
hay.

Some producers planted early
season corn.

Coastal Bend

Warmer weather was the rule,
with the southern portion of the
region remaining dry, while the
northern area received rain.

Many farmers in the southern
part of the region need higher soil
moisture levels to plant.

Innorthern areas, it remained
too wet to plant.

Phosphate and potash were
applied to some pastures and
hay fields.

Livestock were still being
supplemented with protein.

East

As much as six inches of rain
fell, with warmer nighttime tem-
peratures and higher daytime
highs, all of which contributed
to the growth of winter pastures,
ryegrass and clovers.

Cattle were in good condition
and calving continued.

The improved pastures result-
ed in a drop in hay consumption
in several counties. Hay supplies
are now predicted to last through

winter, but it is unlikely that there

Soil moisture remained 50 - 60
percent short throughout the re-
gion, which continued to trouble
dryland producers who need to
plant sorghum.

Where pre-watering was pos-
sible, planting began for sorghum,
cotton and corn.

In mid-region, harvesting of
sugarcane, citrus and winter veg-
etables continued. Onion crops
progressed well in the western
parts of the region.

The planting of tomato trans-
plants began.

South Plains

Only a trace of rainfall was
received.

Several days of windy condi-
tions occurred, with gusts up to
43 miles per hour.

If rain doesn’t come soon, cot-
ton producers will be forced to
pre-water prior to planting.

General field work continued,
with producers applying fertilizer
and pre-emergent herbicides.

Wheat was in poor to fair
condition, and continued to suf-
fer from lack of moisture. Wheat
producers who have irrigation
capacity were using it.

No growth is occurring on
dryland whedt fields.

Pastures and ranges were in
poor to fair condition.

Cattle conditions were mostly
fair to good.

Supplemental feeding of cattle
continued, especially on cold
days.

Southeast

Winter annuals continued to

grow, thanks to moisture and mild
weather.

Flowers on crimson clover
were sighted.

Severe storms this past week
brought 2 to 3 inches of rain and
gusty winds.

The topsoil is saturated.

Pastures were extremely wet
and muddy, which was hard on
cattle, and required heavy hay
feeding.

Winter pastures responded to
warmer, sunny days.

There was absolutely no plant-
ing activity in Brazoria County
because of wet conditions.

Preparation for spring plant-
ing continued in other counties.

Wheat is growing well.

However, there is some dis-
easein the stands, as well as some
grassy weeds.

Little hay was available for
sale.

Livestock were doing well.

West Central

Temperatures remained mild
with warm days and cool nights.

Windy dry conditions contin-
ued.

Wildfire danger was extremely
high.

A few counties reported light
showers, which kept some pro-
ducers out of the fields. Cotton
production continued with good
yields.

Wheat, range and pastures
were all in poor condition from
lack of rain. Supplemental feeding
of livestock continued.

Calving and lambing was un-
der way.
