year,” said Phil Rist, Vice Presi-
dent of Strategy at BIGresearch.
“Whether they host their own
party or hit the streets trick-or-
treating with their children, con-
sumers want Halloween costumes
to reflect their creativity.”

While traditional costumes like
witches, pirates and cats remain
favorites among adults, children
are adding a bit more flair by
choosing more from personas -
with Hannah Montana weighing-
in at number three on their list
and Star Wars characters coming
in in sixth place.

Other popular children’s cos-
tumes include the top-ranked
princess, witch, Spider-Man and
pirate.

And, as always, Halloween is
big business: Total Halloween
spending for 2008 is estimated to
reach $5.77 billion, according to
the researchers.

This year’s NRF 2008 Hal-
loween Consumer Intentions
and Actions Survey polled 8,167
consumers about their costume
plans and spending intentions.
