The United States Renal Data 
System reports that more than 31 
million Americans have kidney 
disease. 

The number of people at risk 
has grown significantly, matching 
the rise in Americans with diabe- 
tes, currently estimated at more 
than 23 million, and hypertension, 
estimated at 65 million. 

Forty-four percent of new 
cases of chronic kidney disease 
(CKD) are attributed to diabetes 
and 27% to hypertension. 

Today, Texas has more than 
130,000 Medicare patients with 
CKD, ranking the Lone Star State 
second only to California. 

According to the Centers for 
Medicare & Medicaid Services, 
in 2007, only 38% of Texas Medi- 
care beneficiaries with diabetes 
received an annual urine micro- 
albumin test. 

Medicare covers this test for 
people with diabetes once each 
year with no co-pay or deduct- 
ible. 

The National Kidney Founda- 
tion and the American Diabetes 
Association have issued joint rec- 
ommendations that all patients 
with diabetes receive the annual 
urine screening to test for kidney 
function. 

People living with diabetes or 
high blood pressure are encour- 
aged to see their doctor to check 
kidney function.
