Treatment for this Type of Facial Pain

Trigeminal neuralgia commonly causes facial pain. The pain typically
occurs suddenly on one side of the face, and is severe and usually lasts
for only a short period of time. The trigeminal nerve is responsible for
transmitting sensations between the face and the brain. Each year, 4 to 5
out of 100,000 persons are newly affected by trigeminal neuralgia. Women
are more commonly affected than are men. Persons over 50 years of age
are also more likely to be affected. Persons with multiple sclerosis (MS)
may be more likely to experience this nerve pain. Trigeminal neuralgia
may be experienced as pain that feels like an electric shock. Attacks of
pain may last days to weeks. Triggers of painful episodes may include
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Anticonvulsant nu.dualmn:, such as C lrbannapxm (Zegretol),
oxcarbazepine (Trileptal), and phenytoin (Dilantin), may be prescribed
for persons for trigeminal neuralgia. These medications work to block
pain signals from the brain. Lamotrigine (Lamictal) and gabapentin
(Neurontin) are other anticonvulsant medications that may be prescribed.
Baclofen (Lioresal) is a muscle relaxant that is sometimes prescribed.
Surgical procedures also may become an option if medications do not
work.
